Lawyer, environmentalist, community worker, folk club organiser, but predominantly a vocalist, Anne L Ryan sings like a lark with an expressive tone that draws the listener to her like a magnet. Whether accompanied or a cappella, Ryan chooses material, some self-penned, which fine tunedly celebrates the timbre, quality and range of her voice. 

Her recently released album called "Moving Tone" maximizes this creative talent. It shows a voice, sometimes fey, often feisty, that delivers these qualities with a strong interpretative sense. A self-critical and sensitive performer, Ryan's album is a true work of art. It verges on what one might call "free form folk", and is a testimony to her 'free thinking' approach to music. The album's title track Movin' Tone is perhaps its most inspirational. Combining voice and double bass it infuses the listener with a vocal depiction of the senses. It is an ambitious bone chilling expression of living in the moment. From the earthy to the surreal, this is exceptionally captivating, and will corner any listener for the six minutes of its performance. It needs to be heard live for the full impact. 

Ryan will give a live performance of Moving Tone, along with some new songs, on Saturday, 22 January 2005 at the Emmanuel United Reformed Church, Trumpington Street, Cambridge CB2 1RR at 8pm. The Musical Director is Simon Fell, composer and bassist, who also produced Moving Tone; the performance will include soundscapes, dance and mime along with musicians Peter Shepherd (keyboards), and Julian Landymore (woodwind) and Justin Quinn (guitar).
